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In addition to issues facing the business community, there are a lot of general interest issues
just shaping up for the next 12 months. One interesting bill was just announced by State
Rep. Phyllis Kahn, which opens conversation about public ownership of the Minnesota
Orchestra. In early October, | attended the final concert by conductor Osmo Vanska, which
served as a humbling reminder of the importance of arts in our community. | support Phyllis
in finding a solution to this ongoing dispute around the orchestra, and look forward to being
part of the discussion, as the arts are a fundamental part of our vibrant city and Ward.

Another hot topic right now is the Southwest Corridor Light Rail project. The vote was
delayed earlier this week until early 2014. From my experience advocating for Bus Rapid
Transit connections in the Bottineau Light Rail Corridor plans in order to connect North and
Northeast to the rest of the city, | understand the impact large-scale transit projects have on
the city. It's important to continue to gather information on the environmental and transit
impacts of the proposed Southwest Corridor plan. This is another topic I'm keenly interested
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in, and am excited to continue in these discussion as your re-elected 3rd Ward city council
member.
